Successful authors will be required to submit a full
paper (4 to 6 pages). The presentation at AVEC '26 is
25 minutes including Q&A.

Outstanding papers selected by ISC members will be
invited to publish their research works in Vehicle System
Dynamics (VSD) or International Journal of Automotive
Engineering (IJAE). Further instructions for the authors
will be announced after the notification of acceptance.
